Main Task
This is the first week of your new job as a playwright!

To begin with I would like you to concentrate on generating some story ideas that you could then turn into a play.

These story ideas do not need to become your final choice for a playscript, however if you write a story plan that really inspires you then you can use it.

Plan 3 different types of story if you are in years 3 or 4, and 5 stories if you are in years 5 or 6.

Try to choose different themes for your stories. For example, one could be a comedy, another could be historical and set in World War Two (maybe about VE Day?) and another could be science fiction and set in space. The themes are up to you, these are just ideas. The important thing is that you have differently themed story plans at the end of the week.

Each story plan needs at least the following:


· Story title

· Character list

· Setting(s)

· Outline of the plot, broken into beginning, middle and ending

If you are in years 5 or 6 it also needs the following:

· Vocabulary list – words suitable for your story
· An evaluation of what you think would work well if it was a play – for example, what scenery would you need on stage?

If you are learning in school we will share ideas, if you are learning at home and able to contact a friend from class by phone/e mail etc then you can share ideas that way. Ideas can also be shared on our KS2 Google Classroom.
