Learning Objective - 
I am learning to write a story about food
Over this week I would like you to write a story involving food. It could be a story about a missing birthday cake, or a picnic on the beach, or even a story where you personify the food and make it your characters! I’m sure you will have lots of ideas of your own.
Remember this is fiction; you are using your imagination. 
Your adults at home can help you. If you are in touch with class friends using technology, why not discuss your ideas and thoughts with them. Once you get to the writing stage though it should all be your own work.

First I would like you to think about the stories you know that involve food.

I can think of The Very Hungry Caterpillar, Green Eggs and Ham, Cloudy with a Chance of Meatballs, The Tiger Who Came to Tea, Charlie and the Chocolate Factory and James and the Giant Peach. 

What ones do you know? What happens in them? What makes them a good story? Why?

Discuss the stories and these questions with your adult at home. If you are lucky enough to have any food stories at home have a look at them together and do some shared reading.
Then you will need to think of some ideas for your story. Make notes about your different ideas so you can look at them all before deciding which story you would like to write.

Next you will need to plan your story, this is an important stage that I know some of you occasionally rush so do not be tempted! A poorly planned story runs out of steam before it gets to the end.

Make sure you come up with a title, plan who your main characters will be, describe the settings of your story, plan what will happen in the beginning, middle and end of your story. Your middle needs to be where the main event of your story happens and every story needs a complete end that satisfies the reader. Year five and six children I expect this all to be done in some detail, and for you to include a word bank of suitable vocabulary.

Now you will be ready to write your story! Younger children plan each sentence before writing it and all children make sure you check what you have written makes sense. Use your plan to help you and ask a sibling or adult at home to help you purple polish as you go. Although we are looking for your creativity and story writing skills do not forget your grammar, punctuation and spelling.

When you finish each stage of the story read it together with your adult at home and see if there are any errors to correct, or if you can change/add anything to improve the story. When it is completed and you are happy that it is as good as it can possibly be then why not read it to an audience of the people at home, or even on a video call to loved ones who live elsewhere.
